Vikki Carpenter and Kim Corbett fielded Board 1inquiries
regarding training and prerequisites for new employees, CDL
licensing requirements, safety issues for citizens, the impact
on service by staff, and transition to a company without health
Iinsurance.

Ms. Corbett read into the record that the contractor shall pay a
minimum of 50% of a company provided health care plan and two
weeks” vacation after two years®™ employment and a vested pension
plan after five years of employment. Commissioner Skidmore
inquired about the whole sale change from public to private on
Sunshine Ride. Ms. Carpenter responded iIn detail.
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Commissioner Skidmore expressed concern for people using
Sunshine Ride who need to get to a doctor, mentioned details of
the Fixed Route System from a year ago, and commented on the
effect of the bid award on the success of the Hospital District.
Commissioner Loftus expressed concern with the delivery of
service to the citizens in need and asked about penalties for
non-performance. Ms. Corbett responded in detail.

Chairman Starr commented on getting the lowest bidder, the costs
to the taxpayers, the savings over three years, the experience
of the company, the number of employees, the discussion at Pre-
Agenda regarding the 1iImpact of services, and the need for
Sunshine Ride.

Commissioner Cummings commented on the bid details for Sunshine
Ride and Dial-A-Ride, expressed concerns regarding jeopardizing
the funding of the program, and commented on the legal
requirements for bids. Commissioner Loftus commented on the
appropriateness of questions asked by the Board and stated that
information needs to be vetted as much as possible. Commissioner
Duffy commented on achieving a balance between savings and
safety, on the lack of experience of Ameditrans, on the meeting
she had with the owner, and stated she would file staff’s
recommendations and expect the same level of service and safety
as was had with Dial-A-Ride iIn the past.

Mr. Sandrock explained that a vehicle pool had been implemented
through the Facilities Department with a log sheet, stated that
it was an efficiency cost savings idea i1In order to eliminate
some of the vehicles, and commented that the 1log does not
include who is going to be iIn the vehicle. There was Board
discussion regarding enhancement of the Program by including who
will be in the vehicle and reasons for the events.

Attorney Knowlton advised the policy 1is already 1iIn the
Administrative Code but is not explicit about what individuals
will be in the vehicle, proposed adding language to the 1log
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sheet requiring 1identification of individuals in the vehicle,
adding a statement prohibiting people from receiving the keys
until the 1log 1is Tfilled out, and addressed inquiries from
Commissioner Cummings regarding possible consequences and
violations. Commissioner Cummings suggested that if a violation
iIs deemed to have occurred, then there should be prohibition
from the use of vehicles iIn the pool for a certain period of
time. Commissioner Loftus expressed appreciation for
Administration establishing the pool, commented that it is a
cost effective measure, and commented on the amount of mileage
he had accrued in the past four years.

Commissioner Skidmore commented on the convenience of the
vehicle pool, expressed concern with the perception of
commissioner travel, commented on the lack of training available
for commissioners, and praised the Florida Association of
Counties training programs.

Attorney Knowlton clarified the direction of not releasing the
keys to vehicles, adding the 1identity of other people in
vehicles, and prohibition for violation. BOARD CONSENSUS.
Commissioner Duffy pointed out that she had never driven a
county vehicle and that she drives her own car and pays her own
mileage. Commissioner Cummings commented on the benefits that
commissioners receive and pointed out that a lot of those
benefits have been cut from staff.

(2) Commission Office - RECOMMENDED ACTION: Discussion regarding
Englewood Beach Concessions.

Commissioner Skidmore requested polling the idea of the food
service cart at Englewood Beach, commented on new ideas versus
raising taxes, spoke iIn opposition to moving forward with beach
concessions, spoke in favor of doing limited mobile concessions,
and suggested having a conversation with Englewood Beach
restaurant owners.

COMMISSIONER SKIDMORE MOVED TO REQUEST THAT COUNTY STAFF
FORMALLY ENDS NEGOTIATIONS FOR ENGLEWOOD BEACH CONCESSIONS AND
TO NOT PURSUE THE ISSUE ANY FURTHER, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER
CUMMINGS.

Commissioner Cummings stated that he had opposed the 1issue
previously because he did not think the County should be
competing with local businesses but that he would support the
motion and suggested looking into ice vending and other revenue
opportunities.
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MOTION CARRIED 5:0.

Kelly Shoemaker clarified the Board”’s direction, advised that
the County has had, on a monthly or seasonal basis, the ability
to do small concessions carts up until the present and requested
being able to continue the carts given the Board had cancelled
the contract. Commissioner Skidmore responded that the idea
should be halted for thirty (30) days and then revisited and
mentioned the people who had signed the petition may not be
opposed to limited -concessions. Chairman Starr asked Ms.
Shoemaker if she had vending contracts. Ms. Shoemaker responded
affirmatively. Commissioner Duffy inquired about the hot dog
vender mentioned at the Pre-Agenda Meeting and clarified that
Ms. Shoemaker was looking for direction to continue with month
by month vending contracts. BOARD CONSENSUS for the County to
continue month by month small vending contracts.

(3) RECOMMENDED ACTION: Approve appointment of Teresa Kesner as
Director of Charlotte County Utilities. BUDGETED ACTION:
Available funds are budgeted.

COMMISSIONER CUMMINGS MOVED TO APPROVE AGENDA ITEM Z-3, SECONDED
BY COMMISSIONER SKIDMORE.

Commissioner Loftus clarified the number of people who applied
for the position and asked 1f a committee had been set up to
interview them. Mr. Sandrock responded in detail and commented
on his recommendation Tfor Ms. Kesner. Commissioner Skidmore
spoke in favor of Mr. Sandrock’s recommendations for Ms. Kesnher
and praised Ms. Kesner for her job performance.

Commissioner Duffy agreed with Commissioner Skidmore, expressed
concern with getting utility rates down, and supported the
recommendation. Chairman Starr also spoke in support of the
recommendation for Ms. Kesner.

Marvin Dunlevy requested rescinding the MSBU in South Gulf Cove
and gave reasons why.
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Douglas Tucker spoke in regard to flags not being at half-staff
at the baseball game on the anniversary of 9/11.

Mr. Sandrock commented on emails received on the subject of
flags being at half-staff, iIndicated he had asked staff to let
him know the process, commented the Facilities Department 1is
supposed to be notified when flags are to be at half-staff, but
was not notified this time, indicated staff had followed through
and confirmed the procedure.

Grace Amodeo expressed concern with discussions held at the
meeting and addressed Commissioner Skidmore’s comments regarding
campaigning.

Howard Shaw spoke iIn support of the appointment of Ms. Kesnher
and felt that Mr. Sandrock  should be the full-time
administrator.

AA. County Administrator:

Mr. Sandrock commented on Murdock Village activities and the
land swap from the previous week, indicated they have a
dedicated team in place, that the intention is to move quickly,
mentioned discussions with Bruce Laishley regarding the water
park opportunity, and passed on Mr. Laishley"s gratitude to the
Board for playing an important part 1iIn the activities the
previous week. Commissioner Duffy mentioned that people iIn the
community and on Bruce Laishley’s team were impressed with Mr.
Sandrock"s role. Mr. Sandrock gave an update on Charlotte Sports
Park and reminded the Board of the first Budget Public Hearing
the following night.

CC. Commissioner Comments:

Commissioner Skidmore thanked John Jackson, Kelly Shoemaker, and
Mike Koenig, and others for their outstanding efforts with the
JM  Berlin Skatepark, congratulated Ms. Kesner for her
appointment, and praised Mr. Sandrock for the job he is doing.

Commissioner Loftus thanked Mr. Sandrock for the job he 1is
doing, Tfor moving forward with the wilderness group and Bruce
Laishley’s group, and commented on the importance of jJjob
creation.

Commissioner Duffy commented on the CCU rate increase, local
parking fines, the County’s use of the State’s fine, mentioned
she had received information from Attorney Knowlton, proposed
amending the County’s parking ordinance to provide for a smaller
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county fine for parking violations, and to include the provision
that the disposition of these fines are governed by Florida
State Law 316.1967 which provides for a maximum fine of $100
plus court costs; if the violator elects to go to court, but is
found i1n violation, the violator will be responsible for paying
the fine levied by the Court plus court costs. BOARD CONSENSUS
to move forward on amending the parking ordinance. Attorney
Knowlton acknowledged that they would move forward with the
issue and work with Administration to come wup with an
appropriate fine amount.

Commissioner Duffy commented on campaign signs, requested
looking at the ordinance to add structure to the guidelines,
mentioned Lee County’s ordinance, and commented that there
should be a requirement that the candidate get permission from
businessowners. Attorney Knowlton advised that she contacted Lee
County and confirmed that the candidate must submit a list of
sign locations where they have permission. Chairman Starr opined
that the campaign sign policy in place is sufficient, should be
enforced, and commented on the placement of signs in the right-
of-ways. Commissioner Loftus spoke iIn favor of looking into Lee
County’s ordinance. Commissioner Cummings expressed concern with
the election laws.

Commissioner Duffy commented on encumbents and code compliance,
stated she would continue to talk to the Supervisor of Election
about the 1i1ssue, and addressed suggestions made by a citizen
from Sharkey’s regarding Englewood Beach.

Chairman Starr commented on Punta Gorda’s possible sale of
liquor prior to Noon on Sunday and indicated he would support a
public hearing to begin to approach Sunday liquor sales before
Noon. BOARD CONSENSUS to hold a public hearing to approach
Sunday Qliquor sales before Noon on Sunday. Chairman Starr
commented on the feral cat problem in Charlotte County, proposed
having a contract by the Commission with a veterinarian to spay,
neuter, and chip any cat brought in, commented that volunteers
would adopt a colony to go and feed the cats, commented on
damage that is done by feral cats, asked for Board direction,
and commented on the health hazards.

Commissioner Cummings commented on the purpose of the County’s
animal control process as opposed to the program described by
Chairman Starr. Commissioner Duffy mentioned speaking with the
people from EARS and spoke 1in support. Commissioner Loftus
stated he needed more information before making a decision.

Chairman Starr gave an update on the Joint Meeting with Marine
Advisory, Beaches and Shores, and Parks and Recreation, stated
that the Boards voted to suggest to the BCC that the state and
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federal methods of collecting at the beaches be utilized,
commented on boot drives by people from the east coast
collecting for servicemen organizations, proposed refusing the
check that 1s given by the organizations to the County,
mentioned having spoken to Attorney Knowlton on the subject, and
suggested prohibiting all types of the activity.

Commissioner Loftus commented that information needs to get out
to the public as to what the organizations from the east coast
are using the money for. Commissioner Duffy commented on helping
citizens to be aware that the money does not stay in Charlotte
County and on getting people off of intersections because of
safety concerns. Attorney Knowlton advised that intersections
cannot be banned altogether because they are a public forum and
commented that it 1i1s up to the Sheriff to enforce it.
Commissioner Duffy expressed concern about the need to talk to
the State about the 1issue. Chairman Starr stated he would
support i1t. Commissioner Cummings opined that it iIs up to the
traffic officer”s discretion to decide i1f someone is obstructing
traffic.
